3. What s the occation? \Why is your project necessary and why now?

The projectis important because the Olympia-Pressestadt in the district of Moosach in Munich is currently inadequately connected to the Olympiapark and the surrounding areas. Existing paths
are partially restricted in their use or lead across private property, creating barriers for pedestrians and cyclists in particular. At the same time, there is great potential to improve access to the area
for children, seniors, and people with disabilities, thereby increasing everyday mobility and quality of life. Additionally, the inner courtyards of the Olympia-Pressestadt and the site of the former
S-Bahnline also offer opportunities for sustainable and climate-adapted further development—for example, through more green spaces, better recreational areas, and connection for active
mobility. Scenarios can help to reveal potential at an early stage and create a basis for future decisions.

The project is embedded within the MCube MOSAIQ research project, which aims to improve mobility for everyone, enhance the quality of stay, adapt neighbourhoods to future urban climate,
re-evaluate the distribution of street space, and strengthen communities. The team is committed to collaborating with residents and other local stakeholders to transform neighbourhoods into
places that address the challenges of climate change and urban mobility in limited public spaces. The projectis active in two Munich neighbourhoods (Moosach and Schwabing-West), with the
focus here being on the Olympia-Pressestadt areain Moosach. The project is collaborating with the Moosach district council, which proposed the current draft and is keen to improve the proposed
area. The project outcome will be handed to Moosach district council after completion.
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4. How do you want to accomplish this? Which scientific or artistic methods do you want to use and with which partners do you want to work?

The project should combine spatial analysis, participatory methods and speculative design to develop visions and scenarios for the future of the Olympia-Pressestadt area and its connection to the
Olympiapark North. Particular attention should be given to accessibility, safety and usability for children, seniors and people with disabilities.

The scenarios should focus on at least one of three possible locations within and around the Olympia-Pressestadt area, that the District Council (Bezirksausschuss) of Munich Moosach suggested:
1. The connection between Riesstrale and the northern part of the Olympiapark, including the existing crossing at Kusocinskidamm and other potential routes forimproved pedestrian and bicycle
access.

2. The inner courtyards of the Olympia-Pressestadt, where ideas for climate-adapted, inclusive and higher-quality open spaces can be explored.

3. The corridor of the former S-Bahn line between Triebstralle and the former Miinchen Olympiastadion station, which currently lies largely unused and offers potential for mobility, ecological and
recreational functions.

First, the existing situation should be analyzed, focusing on barriers and potentials e.g. for pedestrian and bicycle connections between Riesstralle, the Olympia-Pressestadt and the Olympiapark.
Based on this analysis, design scenarios should be developed forimproved pathways, e.g. the upgrading of the inner courtyards of the Olympia-Pressestadt or possible future uses of the former
S-Bahn corridor between Triebstralle and the former Olympiastadion station. Methods such as mapping, spatial diagrams, visualizations and conceptual urban design can be used to explore
different development possibilities, including climate-adapted open spaces, improved mobility networks and ecological elements such as green corridors or biotopes.

The project should ideally involve exchange with local stakeholders, such as residents of the Olympia-Pressestadt, urban planning experts, mobility planners and/or local initiatives. Through this
interdisciplinary and participatory approach, the project can generate new ideas that respond to the diverse social, ecological and spatial demands placed on the area.
